	DAY1 Taipei - bus tour - Taipei  

Pick up13：00～14：00 from hotel – martyrs’ shrine - national palace museum - (CKS) democratic memorial hall - Chinese temple – Presidentail building (drive by) - handicraft center – hotel

Fare Including transportation, guide, admission, insurance

· martyrs’ shrine  

It was built in 1969 and covers a large area. Its grand and magnificent architectural style is similar to that of the Taihe Dian Imperial Palace in Beijing, Mainland China, and symbolizes the martyrs' brave spirit.
· The Presidential Office Building
The Presidential Building is close to Taipei Main Station and Hsimending. The main body of the Presidential Office Building is a five-floor structure and the central tower is eleven-floor high. The area is 6,930 square meters. The outer portion is covered with steel concrete. Gravel is used as decoration horizontally.
· The National Palace Museum
The National Palace Museum houses the world's largest collection of priceless Chinese art treasures, one which spans China's nearly 5,000-year history. Most of the museum's 620,000 art objects were part of the Chinese imperial collection, which began over 1,000 years ago in the early Sung dynasty.
· democratic memorial hall 
The area is 250,000 square meters and it is the attraction most visited by foreign tourists. Outside the gate of National Taiwan Democracy Memorial Hall(Chiang Kai-shek Memorial Hall), there are poles carrying the sign of true rightness.

	DAY 2 Taipei- Hualien
08:00Transfer to Taroko Gorge for tour by van with English speaking drier.
It takes about 4-5 hours to get to the entrance of the gorge, continue drive up to Tien Hsian visiting tunnel of nine turns and swallow grotto. 

Arrive Hualien around at 5pm

· Taroko Gorge 

It is the second largest national park in Taiwan. Taroko is famous for its spectacular mountains and marble canyons. Cliffs and canyons stretch along Li Wu River.


	DAY 3 Hualien- Kaohsiung
08:00drive to Taitung, stopover Ba-Sian Cave(temple)
Visiting Water-flow miracle and Be-Nan cultural park(aborigines) 

Drive to KaoHsiung for night market and Love river
· Ba-Sian Cave(temple)
Basian Cave is located in the north of Hua Tung Mountain by the coast of Changbin Township. "Basian" (eight deities) are famous Chinese deities. Fogs drift perpetually around the caves and the interior is damp and misty.
· Love river
The river was also called Kaohsiung Canal. After restoration of Taiwan, the riverbanks were beautified with greenery works and developed to be park areas, decorated with pillars chained with iron rope. The area becomes a romantic place for lovers to date with each other, therefore, the river was reputed as Love River.

	DAY 4 kaohsiung- Sun Moon Lake
08:00 Transfer to Lukang visiting folk culture museum

Afternoon drive through Taichung and continue on to Sun Moon Lake.
· Sun Moon Lake
The Sun Moon Lake, located in the middle of Taiwan, with an elevation of 748 meters above sea level, is the only natural big lake in Taiwan. The southern part of La Lu Island is shaped like a new moon, and the northern part is shaped like a sun; hence the name Sun Moon Lake.

	DAY 5 Sun Moon Lake- Taipei
Morning Sun Moon Lake tour to Wen-Wu temple, peacock garden, I-Da-Shao town, Suan-Jon Temple-Tzu-En pagoda. Afternoon transfer back to Taipei
· Wen-Wu temple
Wenwu Temple is located at the shoulder of mountain where is on the north of Sun Moon Lake. I Its gate is face to the north. People pray the Civil Saint of Confucius, the Military Saint of Kuankung, and the Established God of two temples at the Wenwu Temple. The temple is popular among students.
