· Lukang

The most fascinating aspect of Lugang is a number of ancient streets and lanes lined with old houses. The most unique of these are deep, narrow-fronted buildings that serve as stores and residences; this type of sky-lighted structure, however, can be seen today only at the Yuan Chang Shop on Chungshan Road, along Old Market Street, and at the Lugang Folk Arts Museum. 

	DAY7 Taichung - Sun Moon Lake

Sun Moon Lake National Park – Wen Wu Temple – Peacock garden – I Da Shao town – Suan Jon Temple – Tzu En pagoda 

· Sun Moon Lake 

The Sun Moon Lake, located in the middle of Taiwan, with an elevation of 748 meters above sea level, is the only natural big lake in Taiwan. The southern part of La Lu Island is shaped like a new moon, and the northern part is shaped like a sun; hence the name Sun Moon Lake.

	DAY8  Sun Moon Lake - Nantou

Drive to Wu Sheh – Pee Hu Lake – Ho Huan Shan – Lushan Hot spring

· Lushan Hot spring

Not far from Wushe, which lies between Dayuling and Puli along the No. 14 Provincial Road, there are several hot springs worth trying out. A few kilometers southwest from Wushe is the hot springs resort of Lushan , an ideal place to relax after spending a night in the mountains. 
The town is perched precariously on the edges of a gorge, which has a river rushing through it. Lushan is one of the better known hot spring resorts in Taiwan, mainly because it provides a lot of hotels and facilities that makes the hot spring experience more convenient, but at the same time also attracts large crowds on holidays and weekends.

	DAY9 Nantou - Alishan

Drive to Ching Jin farm little Switzerland – Drive through New Mid island highway to Alishan (mountain) forest and giant trees.

· Alishan

The section of Alishan (Ali Mountains) with which most people are familiar is the Alishan Forest Recreation Area. Legend has it that over 250 years ago, a chief of the Tsou Tribe called Abali brought his people here after discovering these rich hunting grounds. The region was named Alishan after him. 
Alishan, in fact, encompasses 18 mountains and is a branch of the Yushan Mountain Range. The New Central Cross-Island Highway now links Alishan with the Yushan Scenic Area. The five wonders of Alishan are sunrise, sea of clouds, sunset, forests, and alpine railway--in addition, there is also the culture of the Tsou aborigines, which makes a tour of Alishan even more interesting.

	DAY10 Alishan -Tainan

Alishan National Scenic Area Watching sunrise and mountain trail walking – Drive to Gua Tzu Lin to see the fire over water . Drive to Tainan visiting Fort Landia and An Ping fort build by Dutch.

· Anping Fort

In 1624, Dutch built the first fort in Anping, Taiwan, called "Fort Zeelandia", now known as Anping Fort, where has been the administrative center of the Dutch regime, and the hub for trading. 
The building was originally constructed in square inner fortress and rectangle outer walls. In 1661, the fort was renamed as Anping to commemorate his home town when Koxinya (Cheng Cheng-Kung) has driven the Dutch out of Taiwan. Therefore, Fort Zeelandia was also known as "King's Fort" or "Taiwan Fort", nicknamed Anping Fort.

	DAY11 Tainan - Kaohsiung

Drive to Tsu Yin visiting water lily pond , dragon and tiger pagoda , old British consulate , Shi Tzu bay , Chi Jin harbor and Love river 

	DAY12 Kaohsiung - Kenting

Drive to Lungluan Lake – Houbihu Fishing Port – South Bay – Sail Rock – Eluanbi Park – Chuhuo
